Weather Related Incidents
Description of the Driving Event:  Snow on 12/5/02
Incident Details:

All of the weather related incidents from this event occurred outside.   

· 12/6/02 – An employee fell on an icy patch when trying to exit his car in a parking lot.  Employee sustained a muscle strain.

· 12/7/02 – An employee slipped and fell on the ice in a parking lot.  Employee sustained a sprained ankle.

· 12/9/02 – Four employees fell while trying to walk thru a crosswalk in the back parking lot of two buildings that had not been cleared of snow.  Employees sustained abrasions, and muscle strains.

· 12/9/02 – An employee slipped on an icy patch in a parking lot.  Employee sustained scrapes and cuts.

Description of the Driving Event:  Ice/Rain on 12/11/02
· An employee fell on the wet floor in a building.  Employee sustained an abrasion and muscle strain.

Lessons Learned:

· Safety should be put before fashion.  Wear appropriate slip resistant footwear to work.  Work shoes can then be put on inside of the building.
· Walk around, not through, icy or snowy patches, if possible.
· Survey the area around your vehicle for icy patches prior to exiting.
· Do not use crosswalks or walkways that have not been cleared.
· All employees need to report incidents.
· Immediately report unsafe walking conditions to the FMD Service Desk at x6-5555.  The Close-Call/Hazard Reporting System is also available at http://safety1st/close.html for reporting of close-calls and hazards.
On a positive note, the snow incident of 1/5-6/03 resulted in no reported slip, trip, fall incidents.
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
