Health Concerns (Revised Survey)

This survey is a revision of one previously distributed.  Based on comments from the employee information session on January 21, the scope has been expanded to include brain tumors and other health concerns.  Please disregard the previous edition.

Some employees who work in a particular area of Goddard have expressed concern in rates of cancer among those with whom they have worked.  The area is a complex of four buildings.  The buildings are identified by numbers 7, 10, 15, and 29.

The safety information on these buildings, accumulated over the years and during recent inspections by safety engineers and industrial hygienists, does not reveal any unusual or significant hazards to health.  In particular, there have been no recognized exposures that would cause increased rates of cancers.

However, in order to further investigate the possibility of an association, I am undertaking an effort to collect relevant information from those who have worked or are still working in any of these four buildings.

I ask that present or former employees of either NASA or a contracting company who worked in any of these buildings complete the enclosed brief survey.  If the employee is deceased, I will ask that a family member complete the survey.

The information will be treated consistent with the enclosed Privacy Act, as part of the Health Information System of Records.  Please complete and return the survey regardless of the answers to the questions, as the answers are equally important whether “yes” or “no.”

I ask that you return the survey to me as soon as possible, but no later than February 28, 2003, to the following address:
